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What is a Community Health Partnership (CHP)?
Community Health Partnerships (CHPs) are partnerships that have been set up across Scotland to plan for and provide a wide range of community based health services. CHPs Committees bring together representatives from across the Community Planning Partnership in order to co-ordinate and plan the delivery of health services locally. 
In Fife there are three Community Health Partnerships:

· Glenrothes and North-East Fife

· Dunfermline and West Fife

· Kirkcaldy and Levenmouth

The responsibilities common to the 3 CHPs in Fife are:

· Community Nursing
· Independent Contractors Services (e.g. GPs, Dentists, Pharmacists, Optometrists)
· Community child health

· Care of the elderly

· Health Improvement

· Community Hospitals (exc. Dunfermline and West Fife CHP)
