	Action Plan Progress
Information and data collated about current service provision for the Early years in the Glenrothes area.
Identified gaps for 0-3 year old age range. There is now a newborn Play Along group run by Health Visitors. Ladybird are running a young parents group. 

Identified area through the multiple deprivation index to target Macedonia and Tanshall area.

Action Plan discussed fully and agreed by the group to provide support to parents of babies 0- 6 weeks, through a range of approaches, a universal group to be facilitated by Health Visitor and Family Worker (ICS) and a Nursery Nurse from Health Sector. It was felt that it would be crucial to work very closely with the Community Midwives to identify vulnerable families that may require more support to access the group or other supports. 
It was felt that through joint working with Health and ICS there would be opportunities to identify and provide families in need of more support at the earliest stage for intervention.

The programme shall run for two months starting in April 2011 in CH@T 1-2.30pm Julie shall check the availability of CH@T.

Helen agreed to write to Health Visitors in Glenwood Clinic, Community Midwives, Substance Misuse Midwife and Marianne Raymond.

It was agreed that it would be useful to collate a list of supports and other services in the area. To contact the Care Commission regarding a list of playgroups, childminders and mother and toddlers in the local area.
