Formal meetings October 2006 – March 2007

This is a summary of some of the matters discussed which I think are of most interest.  The full minutes are posted by Douglas on the CVS Fife website.
Linburn Road Health Centre
Hand-over of building planned in Sept 07. Planned to allow for 10,000 patients, but with room for expansion.  Based on 3 GP surgery with funding for 2 wte. 37 applications for GP posts received. Other staff to be recruited after April.
Please note:  there will be an opportunity for interested voluntary sector agencies to use the building on a sessional basis.  There will a meeting room and I think access to interview rooms. Dental Access Centres
2 6-surgery units, with target completion date of March 2008

1. Dunfermline.  To be sited next door to new Health Centre in Linburn Road, in same style of architecture.  Design process underway.

2. Cowdenbeath. CHP looking at land beside leisure centre and Central Park on long-term lease from Fife Council.
Lynebank Discharge Programme

(Update from Susan Manion on 11/1/07).  29 patients already discharged, leaving 17, who will probably move out in Jan/Feb, although some not seen as fit for discharge.  Many people needed very complex care packages.
Regional Forensic service at Lynebank

This unit is designed to take up to 10 male patients from SE Scotland (Lothian, Borders, Forth Valley and Fife) and will offer a structured approach to their rehabilitation, so that they can then return to their own NHS area.  Currently very small number of patients in the State Hospital at Carstairs, with greater security levels than they need. This contravenes the Mental Health (Care and Treatment) (Scotland) Act 2003.  Draws on existing staff skills and experience. There are specific security arrangements. Consultation process throughout autumn and a bulletin has been distributed by the CHP.  The proposal was approved in December by the Board.
Lynebank site plan

This was discussed at the development session in November.  Asbestos survey being carried out on derelict buildings.  Robert Henryson school to be vacated in the summer: NHS Fife own the land, and Fife Council the school.
Finance

The financial reports often reflect vacancies in the services run by the CHP.  e.g. 6 vacancies in psychology; 2 vacancies for community paediatricians, + OT and physio vacancies in child health (Jan 07)
Community Pharmacy Contract

Minor Ailment Service now in place, with increase in registration at local pharmacies.
Fife Primary Care Emergency Service (PCES)
Fife-wide out-of-hours care service managed by Dunfermline and W Fife CHP. Result of new GMS contract which allowed GPs to opt out of out-of-hours care.  All GP practices in Fife have now done this, although many GPs are now contracted by the out-of-hours service. 

Service is accessed by calling NHS 24 from 18.00 – 08.00 Mon-Fri and 18.00 Fri – 08.00 Mon.  Service also covers 8 public holidays.  This is the same for the whole of Scotland.  

Current centres are QMH, Glenrothes and St Andrews Mem. Hospitals.  All open for full period i.e. 118 hours. (Day time GP practices cover 50 hours). VHK and Randolph Wemyss both operate shortened hours.

Staffing: 3 salaried GPs; Nurses (urgent care practitioners); Management and support staff.
