Health inequalities – SE targets to increase improvement in most deprived communities (postcode areas assessed against number of indicators)  KY5 8 – Ballingry/Lochore one of 3 in Fife.  Other areas in CHP area within top 20% of most deprived areas.  

% of smokers in in Garvock (least deprived) is 23.4%, in Lochore (most deprived) is 46%,  Smoking attributable deaths (per 100,000 pop) in Garvock is 304.9, in Lochore 634.3.

Dunfermline Lcality: 1 full-time and one 0.6 equivalent smoking cessation practitioners in post.   

W Fife Locality: partnership model 

CHP approved proposed allocation of funding.
