Talk on the Lighthouses of the Isle of May by Jim Allan

On Thursday 2nd February the Scottish Fisheries Museum will welcome local writer and photographer Jim Allan who will present a talk on the Isle of May.  Entitled Three lights, two horns, one island : The lighthouses of the Isle of May, the talk will be illustrated by Jim’s own photographs.

Jim was born in Lanarkshire, studied Engineering at Glasgow University, served as a pilot and engineer in the RAF for six years, then worked in the engineering industry in Scotland and finally for 20 years in Belgium until he retired and came to live in the East Neuk. He has had numerous books published, mainly on aviation subjects, but also including the General Guide to the Isle of May.

The talk will cover the building on the May of Scotland's first ever lighthouse, some of the story of that beacon (including the tragic deaths of the keeper's family), the building and operation of the main Stevenson light and the temporary Low Light and why that last was built and then abandoned. It will also cover a little about the foghorns and mention something about the Naval presence on the May during WWII.
Entry is by donation and refreshments will be served.

This talk compliments our current exhibition “Lighting the World’s Seas” on the history and development of Scotland’s lighthouses.
